OPERATION

***Always check the unit has sufficient water in the reservoir prior to
commencing operation***

As indicated in the installation instructions, please complete the rinse cycle
before first use.

Complete rinse cycle as as per below:

Lift tank cover and fill the water tank to the 2.5L mark. Do not overfill.
Place a suitably sized container (2.5L or above) below the spout to catch the
rinse cycle waste water once dispensed.

Press the power button on top of the unit twice in quick succession. The @
logo on the front of the unit will illuminate green and begin dispensing boiling
water continuously until the reservoir runs empty.

Discard the rinse cycle waste water and refil the water tank. The unit is now
ready for use.

Place a cup on the removable water tray (7) ensuring the cup aligns with the
spout (4). Depending on what size the cup is, you may choose to use the tray
at the upper height level (6).
